In Waking
Up White, Irving tells her often cringe-worthy story
with such openness that readers will turn every
page rooting for her—and ultimately for all of us.

We invite you to read Waking Up White, have conversations about the book and about
racial healing and reconciliation, and work with us to plan and implement strategies to
become a beloved community throughout southern Wisconsin.
